We propose visitors to travel the Route 99. This is a project encompassing the 24 

least populated municipalities in the Region of Valencia, most of them located in the 

province of Castellón.   

 

This route has been promoted and designed by the 

Generalitat and it intends to create a kind of ‘Camino de 

Santiago’ but with a Valencian touch. Thus, it is aimed 

at giving visibility to inland villages that have been 

depopulated in recent years but that are still full of life,

By visiting the Route 99 website 

you can check each tourist 

attraction and the key assets of 

each municipality. You can also 

learn about the gastronomy, the 

natural and historic heritage, and 

the hiking routes of each village. 

In this way, the importance of 

rural tourism in these 

municipalities of the autonomous 

community can be emphasised. 

 

Other options presented by Route 

99 is access to a stamp system like in the Camino de Santiago. Stamps for a visitor 

passport can be obtained in each of these municipalities, inviting “pilgrims” to collect 

all stamps. 

 

The route can be completed in groups or individually by motorbike, bike or on foot. 

Likewise, for each stage accomplished on Route 99, different symbolic rewards will 

be offered to visitors.

Reina, Fuentes de Ayódar, 

Torralba del Pinar, Torrechiva, 

Vallat, Villamalur and Villanueva 

de Viver (Alto Mijares).
